Tour 1: Visit the Art Museums of Skagen and their new Conservation 

Studio

The tour starts: 6.30 Saturday 9 September from Copenhagen Central Station by bus. 

The tour ends: 22.20 Sunday 10 September at Copenhagen Central Station by bus.

Experience the atmosphere of the Artistsô colony for the Skagen painters. Art Conservator Dorthe 

Aggerholm will guide you through the experiences of establishing the new Conservation Studio 

with integrated public appearance and a lot of the issues around conservation and restauration in 

the entire collection of paintings from around 1900. 

We will also visit the artist home of Anna and Michael Ancher and enjoy a lovely dinner at the 

historic Brøndum Hotel, where the artist colony had its blossom.  

You will arrive in Skagen by bus from and you will have lunch in the café in the museum garden, 
Brøndums Havehus. In this building the artists Anna and Michael Ancher lived in the first four 
years of their marriage.  
 
In Skagens Museum you will have a guided tour through the collection, the museum holds the 
largest collection of works of art produced by the Skagen painters, among others Marie and P.S. 
Krøyer, Michael and Anna Ancher ,Christian Krohg, Holger Drachmann and Laurits Tuxen. 
In the Conservation Studio you will learn a lot more details about the painting materials and 
conservation methods used by this group of Scandinavian artists that Art Museums of Skagen 
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encompasses. The establishment of the studio took place in 2016, and you will hear about the 
thoughts and intentions of making conservation accessible to the public. 

In the late afternoon you will go by bus to Grenen, the long sandbar at Skagen Odde. Itôs the 

northernmost land area of Jutland, and it marks the junction between two seas, which gives you a 

spectacular view of the turbulent colliding waves.  

Saturday evening you will have dinner in the historic Brßndumôs Hotel and you will stay overnight 

in this atmospheric hotel. In 1908 Skagens Museum was founded in Hotel Brßndumôs dining room 

by the artists Michael Ancher, P.S. Krøyer, and Laurits Tuxen, as well as hotel proprietor Degn 

Brøndum and pharmacist Victor Chr. Klæbel. Anna Ancher was daughter of Brøndum and you will 

still find paintings from the artists in the hotel.  

Sunday morning you will have a guided tour at Anchers House, the artist home of Anna and 

Michael Ancher, and your lunch will also be served in this historic house. After lunch you will have 

a guided tour in the old part of the town, Østerby and the harbor.  

In the afternoon you will leave Skagen and return to Copenhagen by bus.

Tour 2: A visit to Cultural Heritage Center Vejle including regional 

conservation center and low-energy shared storage facilities and to 

Jelling with Unesco World Heritage monument and recently opened 

museum Kongernes Jelling.

The tour ends: app. 21 00 Saturday 9 September by train at Copenhagen Central Station

Minimum number of participants: No minimum, this tour will run independent of number. 

 

Cultural Heritage Centre Vejle: Conservation Centre Vejle and Shared Storage Facilities are 

two institutions at the same site. The conservation center works for nine museums in the region as 

well as churches and private customers. We have archaeological-, cultural historic-, paintings-, 

textile- and paper conservation as well as a lot of work on preventive conservation. The 

conservation center was built in 2003. At the tour you will see the labs and the ongoing work. 

The Shared Storage Facility was initiated by the conservators and built in 2003 and was long state 

of the art in low-energy museum storage buildings as the quality of the store for protection of 

cultural heritage is very high and the energy consumption and thus the running expenses are very 

low. In 2013 an extension of the storage building was opened.  In collaboration with The Technical 

University of Denmark we have raised the quality of the building, and lowered the construction cost 

and the energy consumption in the new building. The rooms at basic climate (50%) have a TWPI of 

116 and an energy consumption of 0,4 kWh/m3/year ï a saving of 99% energy compared to 

conventional climate control. 

A paper on the subject will be part of the Preventive Conservation session at the Triennial Meeting 

ICOM-CC in Copenhagen. 

At the tour we will see the storage building and special attention will be the construction principles. 

 

The Unesco World Heritage site Jelling is located some 18 km from the Conservation Centre. 

We drive there by car and will start having lunch in the museum café.  

Jelling is one of Denmarkôs most important historical sites. In 1994 the monuments were included 

on UNESCOôs list of historical monuments particularly worthy of preservation. 

Two giant mounds, a couple of large runic stones, and midway between them a whitewashed 

church ï what links these impressive monuments from the past? The exhibition Royal Jelling is 

among other things about how these mighty monuments were created a thousand years ago, 

about their central position in the history of Denmark, about the victory of Christianity over the 



Norse gods, and not least about the first kings in the worldôs oldest monarchy. 

 

Ravning Viking Age bridge 

At the end of the day you will see the site, reconstruction and museum of Ravning Bridge. It was 

built during Viking Age in the year 980 and is preserved in situ beneath the surface of the valley. 

The bridge was 760 m long and was built using 1.800 giant oak trees. 

The tour will end here, you will go by car to Vejle Station and return to Copenhagen by train.

Lise has been project manager of several innovative storage building projects raising the 

awareness of the importance good storage buildings and proper conservation management for our 

cultural heritage.  She has been head of the conservation centre since 1996. Among other duties 

she was for several years board member of The Association of Danish Museums and chairman of 

the Danish work on European Standards for cultural heritage. Her research area is focused on 

collection management and on archaeological textiles especially Iron- and Viking Age techniques 

of tablet weaving.

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Tour 3: Visit the Conservation Centre West, Ølgod and Tirpitz Post  

Registration Deadline: sign-up online at your conference registration account no later than July 25, 

2017.  

The tour starts: 17.30 Friday 8 September from conference venue by bus 

The tour ends: 20.30 Saturday 9 September at Copenhagen Airport and 20.50 at Copenhagen 

Central Station

Minimum number of participants: Minimum 6, if less the tour will be cancelled and you will be fully 

refunded except for credit card fee/wire transfer fee. 

The tour will to give the participants an impression of the latest trends in Danish Museumôs 

architecture, building and exhibition principles as well as a glimpse of rough cultural and natural 

landscape of the Danish west coast. The North Sea is constantly shaping the sea front and has 

shaped the inhabitants culturally in their efforts to adapt to the environment. 

Conservation Centre West is a regional conservation center servicing 15 local museums. It was 

established in 1979 by the Counties of Ribe and Ringkøbing ï from 2016 it has been a private 

institution run by the museums. The conservation center is doing all sorts of conservation for both 

historic and art museums. It is part of a network of conservation centers all around Denmark. The 

workshops are located in the Cultural House of Ølgod along with the local museum and archive, 

the library, the music school etc. At the tour you will see the ongoing work. 

You will have lunch in a restaurant close to the Conservation Centre West and by bus you will go 

to Museum Blåvand, which is located some 50 km from the Conservation Centre.  

Museum Blåvand is located in connection with the German fortifications from WWII called The 

Tirpitz Post at the far western point of Denmark. The museum is designed by the internationally 

recognized Danish architect, Bjarke Ingels, BIG. The museum is placed underneath the sand 

dunes as an integrated part of the landscape and will open summer 2017. The museum consists of 

four galleries displaying local historic themes as the history of Danish amber, the coastal rescue 

service and the local impact of the WWII German Occupation.  

At the end of the tour you will walk to the unique beach of the North Sea coast. Here youôll also see 

another bunker and hear about a conservation project carried out by the Conservation Centre 

West.  

The tour will end here and you will go back to Copenhagen by bus.

Tour 4: Visit the island of Bornholm with historic monuments and 

preservation of the ceramic tradition  

Registration Deadline: sign-up online at your conference registration account no later than July 25, 

2017.  

The tour starts: 17.30 Friday 8 September from Copenhagen Airport  

The tour ends: 15.35 Sunday 10 September at Copenhagen Airport 

Cost: Price per person in single room incl. wifi and breakfast: DKK 4000. 
 

Maximum number of participants: 20 

Minimum number of participants: No minimum, this tour will run independent of number. 

 

At this tour you will experience several thousand years of history on Bornholm. Conservators 

Torben Sode and and Marie Vest will show some of the extraordinary rich sites and monuments 

dating from Bronze Age to Medieval times in the landscape and let you experience the local food 

culture based on fish. The local ceramics tradition is preserved in a working ceramics factory, 

which you will visit too.  

Svaneke is the most beautiful and well-preserved old town of Denmark. You will stay in a hotel 

next to the harbour, well-preserved half-timbered houses and with small streets turning and 

twisting up and down.  

On Saturday you will go on a bus trip from Svaneke along the coast road to the medieval fortress 

Hammershus and returning to Svaneke through the landscape in the late afternoon. On the bus 

chief archaeologist Finn Ole Sonne-Nielsen from Bornholm Museum will be our experienced  

guide, who has worked with the history of Bornholm for more than 40 years. 

You will see the original harbor and placement of the settlement from Migration Period, pre-Viking 

graves, cairns, rock formations, Troll Forest with mesolitich caves and standing stones, rock 

carvings from Bronze Age, medieval round churches and runic stones.  

Your lunch will be local food picked up from the smoke house. Dinner at Saturday evening will be 

in the brewery, which is located in an old merchantôs farm in Svaneke. Later you can enjoy  the 

atmosphere of Svaneke in the cosy backyard of Torbenôs Viking House shop, just next to the 

brewery and part of same old merchantôs farm.  

Rønne is the largest town on Bornholm and Sunday morning you will visit the Ceramic Museum in 

a 150 year old ceramics factory still producing stoneware after the original principles. After the visit 

you will have time to explore Rønne before you go to the airport and fly back to Copenhagen.

Torben Sode, Conservator M.Sc. 

Torben is former objects conservator at the Royal Collections, Rosenborg Castle. He is an 

internationally known glass historian and an expert in glass beads.  For nearly 30 years Torben 

has studied traditional glass making techniques in remote parts of the world. Today he is a 

producer of historic museum replicas for museums and has a retail summer shop in Svaneke, 

Bornholm. He has published several books and articles on glass and beads and is currently 

participating in the archaeological project Strøby Toftegård with the responsibility to publish the 

excavated beads and glass. 

 

Marie Vest, Conservator M.Sc. 

Head of Legal Deposit and Preservation, Royal Danish Library, Copenhagen.  

Marie is head of department in the national library since 2004, prior she was lecturer at School of 

Conservation, Royal Academy of Fine Arts andshe also has apprenticeship in fine bookbinding. 

Today she leads a team, which works in all areas of conservation and with the focus of long term 

preservation of the historic collections in the library. This includes bookbinding, conservation, 

digitizing, preventive measures, part of the exhibition team, loan team and participant in building 

projects for new stacks. Among other duties she was for several years chairman of the Danish 

work on European Standards for cultural heritage and member of the Advisory Board for School of 

Conservation. 
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
